Discussion

A question for adults to ask children

How many different ways can you find in the
passage that the man and woman describe their
love? How would you describe love to somebody?

God’s love for us is “stronger than death” (Song of
Solomon 8 v 6-7)

A guestion to think about together

think it is included in the Bible?

A guestion for children to ask adults

What do you love most about me?
